UPDATE LOCAL AHDI CHAPTER- PROPOSED BYLAWS AND RESOLUTIONS
a) The Speaker Elect will prepare to assume the Speaker position following one (1) year as Speaker Elect. The first Speaker Elect will assume the position of Speaker on January 1, 2009, and will serve as Speaker until December 31, 2009. 
(b) Eligibility: Only those Individual Professional members in good standing shall be eligible to run. Candidates must have served at least one (1) full term as delegate or as an AHDI director and have proven leadership skills in organizing, leading and implementing plans. 

(c) The Speaker Elect may be a current delegate during their year as Speaker Elect. 

(d) In the event that the Speaker of the House is unable to fulfill the duties of the office, the Speaker Elect will assume the role of Speaker of the House. 

(e) Elections 

(1) Voting for the Speaker Elect shall be as approved and directed by the House of Delegates. The Speaker shall cause the ballot to be distributed at the same time as the ballot for AHDI Board of Director candidates to all Individual Professional, Student, Postgraduate, and Sustaining members no later than ten (10) days following the Annual Business Meeting a list of the candidates selected by the Nominating Committee, including a summary of the candidates’ qualifications, at the same time as the ballot for the AHDI Board of Directors candidates is distributed. In order to be counted, a ballot must be received no later than forty-five (45) days following the Annual Business Meeting and is subject to verification of the member’s right to vote. The AHDI President shall appoint a Teller (a staff person) to direct tabulation of the ballots and to report the results to the Speaker. If it is an email or online vote, the designated person to receive the vote shall tally the vote and call the Speaker with the results. 

(3) A quorum of mail votes is the number of valid votes received within the designated voting period. The election shall be determined by plurality vote. 

(3) This will be a (two) 2-year term, the first year of their term will be as Speaker Elect and the second year will be served as Speaker. 
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
